11. The school shall follow the educational State Schedule and the State Textbooks to which the school is
affiliated.
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12. The school shall maintain the rules and norms as specified in Section 19 of the Karnataka Education Act
and appoint the departmental staff as prescribed in the Karnataka Education Act and rules.

13. The school buildings and other infrastructure facilities connected with the school shall not be used for any
commercial activities or politicél and educational activities day or night.
